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The Bowling Green GO, Too Bus provides easy, convenient and safe 
door -to -door service for people who are unable to get to a bus stop or ride the 
regular route due to their disability. You may request trips for any purpose 
that begin and end anywhere within 3/4ths  of a mile of the regular bus route.  

 

A person can be conditionally qualified for GO, Too Bus service in spe-
cific situations, such as extremely hot or cold temperatures. Bus fare is $2.00 
per person, per trip, exact change cash or passes only.  One caregiver may 
ride free. The disabled person and the caregiver must board and get off at the 
same location.  The bus trips can be round trip or one -way trip. No eating or 
drinking is allowed.  

 

GO, Too Buses are equipped with wheelchair lifts and drivers are 
trained to assist passengers with disabilities. The bus lift has a limit of 600 
lbs. combined weight for the disabled person and the wheel chair. The chair 
cannot be more than 30 inches wide or 30 inches high at the armrest level.  

 

To get an application and package about the GO, Too Bus service and to 
arrange for a Qualification Appointment, call 270 -782 -3162 x 238.  A free 
round trip GO, Too Bus will be provided to the Community Action office for the 
interview. Bring the completed application, with one piece of medical evi-
dence of the disability, to the in -person interview with Community Action 

staff.

GO, Too Buses must be reserved 24 hours in advance for door -to -door 
service. The service is available Monday through Friday from 7 am to 6 pm 
with the exception of some holidays.  The return destination should be sched-
uled in the last hour so the bus can return to the Community Action Office by 
6 pm.   

 

GO, Too Buses can go to many places 7am to 6 pm.  Examples of where 
a GO, Too Bus will take a disabled person include the Social Security Office, 
Great Escape Theater, many restaurants, the Russell Sims Aquatic Center, 
shopping, AARP meetings at First Christian Church and events at Fountain 
Square and Circus Square.   

 
GO, Too Buses will go to medical offices and hospitals with one exception.          
If you need a ride to the Western Kentucky Orthopedic Center, off Lovers 
Lane, contact the Senior Center bus office for a ride. The Senior Center Bus 
service was described in the November 2008 AARP Newsletter.
