     GRITS BUS SYSTEM 

 

 Another transportation system for Bowling Green residents is GRITS. GRITS is  a restricted system. GRITS 

provides transportation to and from Medicaid-covered service for Medicaid recipients without access to free trans-

portation that suits their medical needs. Medically approved service is done at Medicaid approved facilities including 

Adult Day Care Centers but not pharmacies. 

GRITS is owned and operated by Audobon Area Community Services with offices at 128 State St., in Bowling 

Green. Transit and para-transit service is available for Medicaid recipients only. The vans and buses operate 6 am to 

8 pm Monday ï Friday and 8 am to 1 pm on Saturday. GRITS vans and bus must be reserved 72 hours in advance. 

Scheduling requires a call to 270-782-8312 or 888-782-8312.  

 

. GRITS vans and buses transport Medicaid patients to and from medical appointments in Butler, Edmonson, 

Hart, Logan, Simpson and Warren Counties. GRITS will transport a Medicaid Recipient anywhere in their home 

county or any contiguous county. If the primary care doctor refers the patient to an approved facility beyond a con-

tiguous county for special care Medicaid must also pre-approve. 

 

Para-transit or Specialty Carrier Service is available but a physicianôs statement is required indicating a spe-

cial need such as disoriented status or use of a wheel chair. Once that service is approved it remains in effect until 

changed by the doctor.  

 

Urgent Care trips are available provided a doctor faxes a signed approval. If the primary care doctor is un-

able to see the patient, an alternative destination is provided. Nurse practitioner offices may be the designated destina-

tion. Emergency trips are arranged with a call to 911. GRITS does not do emergency transportation. .    .   

 

One person may accompany the Medicaid recipient at no charge. On a round trip, the Medicaid recipient 

must be dropped-off and picked up at the same location. There is no requirement for a round trip.  

 

The driver will wait 15 minutes for a Medicaid client.  Guidelines require a Medicaid recipient be ready 1 hr. 

before drop-off time. If doctorôs appointment is at 2 pm, patient must be ready by 1 pm. because GRITS vehicles op-

erate with multiple passengers going to different locations. The 72 hr. advance scheduling allows for the staff to maxi-

mize the transportation capability of their vehicular capacity. 

 

GRITS service is cancelled when road conditions make it unsafe to travel. A call to the office can advise if 

GRITS is operating that day.  GRITS will not deny anyone transportation because of their race, creed, color, national 

origin, sex, age, or disability.
