New Team, New Stadium, New Enjoyment and Handicap Parking! 

Bowling Green Hot Rods are youngsters in the prime of health trying to be the best.  They hope 
Bowling Green turns out to cheer them on.  Many Hot Rodsõ fans can yell loud, but must walk slow.  
The Hot Rods want you to come to their baseball games. 

 

There is handicap parking at Hot Rods home baseball games. Handicap parking for the        
handicapped driver is convenient. There are a few more parking places if the driver is not                    
handicapped. The necessary walk may be too far for a handicapped fan. 

 

Parking will be available in the Bowling Green Municipal Utilities [BGMU] parking area at $5 
per car. There will be a designated area for vehicles with the required handicap license plate or              
placard. The designated handicap area will be directly across 8th St. from the Bowling Green Baseball 
Park. The BGMU parking area can be reached from Center St., but 8th St. will be closed between         
Kentucky and Center Street from two hours before a game until two hours after the game. There is a 
wheelchair area in the Ball Park. 

 

The non-handicap driver has a few options besides the BGMU lot. The non-handicap driver 
can drop off the handicapped passenger at Kentucky and 8th Streets or from the other direction at 8th 
and Center drop-off areas. 

 

In the Municipal parking lot surrounding the D93/Backlot Gallery building, there is only one 
handicap-parking space. There are two handicap-parking spaces in the lot by Mariahõs. The three 
spaces are essentially together and at the end of the walkway alongside the Capital Arts building. 
There are five free handicap-parking spaces around Fountain Square Park 

 

Once inside Bowling Green Baseball Park, a fan will notice all seats have backs and arms. The 
roof covers the seating rows closest to the concourse, probably 3 or 4 rows. All seats on the suite/club 
level are of course covered since they offer indoor seating. The game can be viewed from different       
locations while in progress. 

 

There is a walking concourse from the lawn seating area in right field to behind home plate and 
on to the kids play area in center field. The only restriction is to avoid standing in front of a seated fan. 
There will be one Hot Rods player available to sign autographs on the concourse prior to every game. 

 

Hot Rod players move up from Bowing Green to the Tampa Bay Devil Rays via  Charlotte [FL] 
Stone Crabs, Montgomery [AL] Biscuits and the Durham [NC] Bulls. The Team Shop in the Stadium 
on game days will open at 9:00 AM and close when the game is over. On non-game days the Team 
Shop will open at 9:00 AM and close at 5:00 PM. For up to date information about the Hot Rods, go to
